The powerful evangelization of Uganda in recent years, has put the evangelical agenda on the map of HIV-sensitization. This has been the source of much. Since religion universally has considerable potential in regulating behavior, I propose that there might be elements of ethnocentrism in the prevalent dismissal of the evangelical strategies against HIV-AIDS. In rural areas evangelical cultural forms such as “secondary virginity” and premarital abstinence might be the only real available option slow down the disease. Evangelic churches have a high level of flexibility, and I suggest extended collaboration with evangelists in order to let them use their positive potential in appropriate areas and in order to counter the parts of their program that disseminates dangerous misconceptions about the disease.
